OFFICIAL RULES


1. CONTEXT

Baie-D'Urfé is proud of its "Monarch Friendly City" certification from the David Suzuki Foundation in 2023. To promote biodiversity and protect pollinator habitats, the Town is launching the Écopelouse landscaping contest through its Department of the Environment. This contest encourages residents to transform their lawns into diverse flora, thereby promoting biodiversity. The goal is to reduce monoculture lawns and increase the presence of plants favorable to pollinators and biodiversity. Integrating diverse grass has several benefits for you and the environment:

· Reduces water consumption;
· Requires little maintenance;
· Does not use synthetic pesticides and fertilizers;
· Promotes biodiversity by providing spaces favorable to pollinating insects.

By contributing to the pollination of plants, pollinators also participate in climate regulation, air purification, and soil protection, thus offering a series of ecosystem services essential to human life.

2. ORGANIZERS

The Contest is held by the Department of the Environment and the Town of Baie-D'Urfé.

3. DURATION

The Contest takes place during the following summer period: from May 6 to August 30, 2024.

4. ELIGIBILITY

The Contest is open to residents of the Town of Baie-D'Urfé.

Excluded are: elected officials (municipal councilors and the mayor) as well as employees of the Town of Baie-D'Urfé, jury members, and members of their family or people living under the same roof.

Citizens are invited to participate in the following way:

· By creating a landscaped eco-friendly arrangement on their property visible from the street including as many of the following features as possible;
· At least 50% of your front yard must be transformed into eco-friendly landscaping;
· At least 3 varieties of plant species must be introduced;
· Mowing your eco-lawn is at your discretion, however, we do not want neglect;
· The implementation of your eco-lawn does not apply to areas within the Town's right-of-way, including the ditch;
· Small signs will be installed in front of your property upon your registration to inform your neighbors of your participation in the contest;
· To equip residents for the contest, we will provide 1 seed mix to integrate into your spaces (4 choices available):

· White clover
· [bookmark: _Hlk163466134]Herbionik Ecological Lawn 
· Aridex Extra
· Meadow bloom 

6. REGISTRATION

a) Please send a participation email to the Department of the Environment at environnement@baie-durfe.qc.ca. 
b) Give us a brief description of what you have integrated into your original lawn.
c) Include one (1) to three (3) photos of your lawn allowing the recognition of plant species.
d) Provide your personal information.

Limit: Only one participation per property can be submitted to the contest.

P.S. If the transformation has been made for years, the resident can still participate in the contest by providing a description of their situation.

7. PRIZES

Five (5) prizes* will be awarded following an evaluation conducted by the Department of the Environment of the Town of Baie-D'Urfé.

Chances of winning and the number of prizes. The chances of winning a prize depend on the number of entries received during the contest period.
